MINUTES OF DALLINGHOO PARISH MEETING HELD 17th OCTOBER 2023

JUBILEE HALL – See attached, read by Chris Ling.  Chris Ling thanked Chris Pennington for designing and painting the end of the hall.

PLAYING FIELDS – See attached read by Chris Ling in Derek’s absence.  Chris Ling thanked Derek Spall for all his hard work in producing bonfire night.
DCRF – Read by Jeremy Quinlan, Chairman.  Chris Ling gave a huge vote of thanks to Robin Tye who has done an immense amount of work in raising money for, organising and overseeing the repairs to the church.  A vote of thanks was also given to Chris Pennington who has equally spent many hours keeping the builders in check.
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT – Chris Ling has been busy organising and completing the village website which is now fully operational.  A short explanation was given on how to navigate the site and find out what’s on etc.  An email list was mentioned about informing people.
At the previous meeting, there were concerns about speeding vehicles through the village.  The police have since done a test and provided a report on 1,556 vehicles and concluded that vehicles drive faster through Church Road from the Charsfield direction but will not pursue it any further as there were insufficient vehicles driving over the 30mph limit.  Everyone was asked if they wanted a mobile 30mph flashing unit purchased but no one was interested In having to look after it, so the answer was no.
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
All planning applications have been sent to villagers on the ‘round robin’ email but Cliff and Val Green said they hadn’t received any.  The most recent application is Karen Close, land purchased by Tim Gooding.  Tim stood up to talk about it.  The latest application for his proposed dwelling was submitted in August and refused.  He said there was no point in appealing.  He is now going for one dwelling rather than two.  The Council are saying it has to be on the same footing and same size as existing one.  Tim apologised for the constant bonfires but it is necessary in trying to keep the place tidy.  Jenny Blythe who lives opposite, asked about the pitch of the roof.
We also discussed the Cedar Cottages application.  It was explained that the original application for three dwellings was refused and it is now only going to be one but Tim thought that application had been withdrawn for the time being.
There were no further questions regarding the above.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS – Val Green asked about deer culling as the herd has now got so big.  On the last minutes, it was mentioned that Graham Taylor, farmer, was going to do something about it but nothing appears to have happened.
Jeremy Quinlan spoke about a booklet he had produced.

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Dallinghoo Parish - Tree Warden’s Report for the 2023 Parish Metin;

No new trees have been planted in roadsides; we continue to maintain those already
planted, renewing broken stakes and carrying out some formative pruning. We now have
five black poplars in the parish; all are growing well.

There is now an East Suffolk Tree Wardens’ Network (ESTWN). I am a member. Every
year the Tree Council offers, via the Tree Wardens’ Network, free trees and mixed
hedging. There has been quite good take-up from parishioners.

The fruit trees in the Playing Field orchard produced some fruit in 2023: a few nuts.
plums and apples.

1 hope to have some more grafted cherry trees growing on large rootstocks 5o am looking.
for places to plant them next winter: does anyone want one?

The Conservation Foundati reat British Elm Experiment” continues. We continue
1o monitor the elm planted near Highgate on the land of Jonathan & Kate Pirkis. This is.
we hope, resistant to Dutch Elm Discase.

So far as I know. Ash dicback has not yet been seen in the Parish - this docsn’t mean it
isn’t here. Elsewhere, a good number of ash have been found to be resistant.

The walnut near the Jubilce Hal is progressing well; it has tumned out to be a particularly
‘good tree producing large nuts. It is now accompanied by an oak planted for the Queen’s
Platinum Jubilee.

The Sustainable Energy Research Consortium (wwiw.sere-group.org) has planted about a
hectare with Paulownia in July 2017 on Derek Spall’s land. Each tree has its own water
supply and is fed a measured amount of nitrogen! We are told they grow to maturity in 6
years, are then felled and re-grow t0 a similar size in the following six. As flowering
Trees, they will be useful to bees even though they flower at the same time as Oil Seed
Rape. Some Paulownia is grown for biomass fuel but these, | understand, are for timber.
Sadly, on the higher slopes, through drought, many have failed.

Robin and Helen Ty have planted a small wood, “Helen’s Wood™, on their land at
Banyards; this progresses well.

Ifanyone would like to help me with a Veteran Trees survey, I should be grateful.
If you have any thoughts or opinions about trees in the parish, do please tell me.

 Our church, St Mary's, has been at the centre of our village for 900 years
and itis up to us to keep looking after it for the hundreds of years to come.

« Every five years the church is surveyed and any problems with the building
structure identified and prioritised for action.

 Ourlast survey in 2018 found an increasing set of problems caused,
primarily, by damp. The gutters had failed and rain water had been running
down the walls causing all sorts of problems inside and outside the building.

S0 led by the Dallinghoo Church Repair Comittee and working with our
architect Nick Jacob, a work programme was developed, grants were
applied for and fund raising accelerated.

Fixing the nave gutters

Reattaching the turret staircase to the walls

Replacing flaking stonework inside and outside

Reroofing the porch

Replacing rotten timbers

Cleaning and revealing the colourful roof plate shields
